The office of Career and Calling provides a variety of career counseling and job search assistance services for 
students and alumni. Professional staff is available to assist individuals with career choices, development of job 
search action plans, resume and cover letter writing, interviewing strategies, and other career and job search 
activities. Some of the services provided to students include On-Campus/Off-Campus interviews with prospective 
employers, career/job search counseling, a Student Job Shadow Program designed to connect our alumni and cur-
rent students; and career seminars/workshops. We also offer the following: 

Mock Interviews
Students can practice and perfect their interviewing techniques. A career counselor will pose as an interviewer to 
expose students to a variety of interview questions and situations. 

Recruiting Events
Our office hosts on-campus interviews, various informational tables, job fairs, and an etiquette dinner throughout 
the academic year. Students are invited to attend and network with prospective employers at these events. 

Career Job Fairs
Once each semester, Career and Calling, in conjunction with faculty and staff as well as student organizations, join 
forces to provide students from all majors an opportunity to meet, interview, and network with some of our out-
standing companies and education institutions in the Houston area that offer top positions to HBU students.
